OUTLINE & QUESTIONNAIRE

CONGRATULATIONS on undertaking this important step in your personal/professional development! The desire to understand and know more about oneself is a natural phenomenon experienced by all human beings. THE GIFT is an excellent choice for beginning or continuing the exploration and development of yourself. THE GIFT will also provide you with the further development of living your life as a conscious creator.

This Outline & Questionnaire has been designed for two purposes - first, to assist you in determining the appropriateness of your participation in personal/professional development at this time, and second, to provide The Creator’s Code with information to support you in participating in this class. Please read carefully the information given here about THE GIFT and be complete and honest in answering the questions.
PURPOSE OF THE GIFT


Personal and professional development starts with becoming more self-aware, especially about the values and belief systems you use to make sense of the world about you. Values and beliefs are the filters through which you see the events of your life. Like colored glasses, they influence the meaning you give to events and how you react to them. By becoming more aware of these values and beliefs, you have the opportunity to re-decide about both the values and beliefs you will use in the future and the meaning you have given to things in the past.

The purpose of THE GIFT is to provide an environment in which you can examine your values and belief systems and the meaning you have given to various events in the past. You will be invited to look at your relationships and the degree to which you are willing to reach out and care for others and let them reach out to you. You will have the opportunity to see what it is within you and in others that attracts you to them or them to you, and what it is that makes you want to avoid others or they you. You will be invited to look at the importance and value of keeping the agreements you make in life, and how that affects your self-esteem, your activities, your work, and your relationships. You will be asked to examine the extent to which you let yourself feel powerless in life by thinking that something or someone else "did it to me", or "it wasn't my fault", rather than taking charge of your life and operating from the point-of-view that you create your own experience of life.

It is not the purpose of THE GIFT to change you, fix the problems of your life, or give magical solutions to anything. We feel that you are basically healthy, capable, and able right now to have happiness and satisfaction in your life, and that all you need to do is discover this for yourself. Once you do, the experience of your life is likely to be richer and fuller, even though the circumstances of your life may not change. Your highs are likely to be higher; and while you will probably still have some lows there can be a renewed sense of aliveness, spontaneity, and joy! Whether or not this is the outcome you create by participating in THE GIFT will be up to YOU. THE GIFT doesn't do anything for you - you must decide to put to use what you find there.



THE GIFT is a very carefully designed program of lecturettes, exercises, and discussions designed to promote self-awareness and stimulate personal/professional development. It differs from most courses or seminars you may have attended in that you will be actively involved in your own learning, rather than passively listening to facts and theories and taking notes. The experiential learning techniques used in THE GIFT include dyads, closed eye processes, mingles, sharing, and a variety of small and large group exercises.STRUCTURE OF THE GIFT


In a dyad, you sit facing a partner selected by you and follow the instructions given by the Facilitator. You may be asked to complete some sentences or tell your partner a story, or assume a particular body stance, or answer a series of structured questions. The focus of the exercise may be on how you feel about what you do, what you want out of Life, or how you experience your environment, family, parents, children, and relationships with colleagues or friends. At the end of the dyad, you will have an opportunity to discuss what you learned with your partner.

THE GIFT also includes closed eye processes, or guided imagery, to enhance relaxation and reduce tension. You will be asked to become comfortable, close your eyes, and visualize a situation or scene described by the Facilitator, or, in some cases, you will be asked to create your own image. One of these techniques is useful for better managing minor body pain, such as headaches and back pain. You will use most of these closed eye processes for assessing or perhaps finding your own alternative solutions to various life situations.

There are mingle exercises in which you walk around the room, make eye contact with another person, and give that person comments about the way s/he appears to you, or affects you.

At regular times during THE GIFT there is time set aside for sharing. This might take place with a partner or in a small group, or it may involve using a microphone before the group. Sharing involves talking about what you personally learned from an exercise or what is on the top of your mind at the moment that you want to talk about. It is NOT REQUIRED that you speak before the entire group or that you reveal anything personal about yourself. Sharing is encouraged as an important aspect of experiential learning, and taking the risk of talking about aspects of yourself or facts about yourself that you might not ordinarily share in your everyday job and living situation can have considerable benefit.

Small group work usually involves informal discussion similar to sharing, and large group work often takes the form of playing a game or moving around the room in a particular way.

Each of these experiential learning processes is usually preceded by a short lecturette from the Facilitator, presenting a point of view about a particular subject or situation. The Facilitator will also go over a set of ground rules at the beginning of THE GIFT which are designed first, to allow THE GIFT to run smoothly and protect each student's experience, and second, to allow you to see how you and others operate with rules and approach making agreements in your life.
